On June 6, 2007, after a massive and 
exhaustive search by family, friends, 
police, federal authorities, volunteers and 
the media, Kelsey’s body was brought 
home.  

The person accused of committing the 
crimes was arrested the same day, in 
large part due to the efforts of her family, 
friends, the media and community in 
getting the word out.  At the time of this 
publication he awaits trial for the sexual 
assault and murder of Kelsey Smith. �
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Was established on July 6, 2007 by Greg 
and Missey Smith as a way to continue 
the passion of Kelsey’s life by helping 
others. We will do this by: 

1. Conducting preventive 
campaigns such as a whistle 
program.  This program gives 
whistles and a “TIP” card to 
young people in high school to 
help prevent abductions and/or 
sexual assaults. 

2. Presenting Safety Awareness 
Seminars to teach personal safety 
techniques that are proactive, 
rather than reactive. 

3. Providing resources to the 
families and friends of victims’ 
of violent crime such as 
counseling, grief support and 
other programs.   

4. Partnering with other agencies to 
provide services to victims of 
sexual assault as well as 
preventative programs. 

5. Establishing Kelsey’s Army – a 
program to teach high school 
students and communities how to 
get the word out should one of 
their peers go missing. 
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The Kelsey Smith Foundation, Inc.
